In English:

I have played

I played
First, you need the present tense of avoir (=to have):
	j’ai
	I have

	tu as
	you have (sg.)

	il a
	he has

	elle a
	she has

	on a
	one has

	nous avons
	we have

	vous avez
	you have (pl.)

	ils ont
	they have (m. or mixed)

	elles ont
	they have (f.)


Next, you need a past participle.  
Here is how to form the past participles of regular verbs:
–ER verbs:


chanter = to sing

chanter
add é ->  chanté

chanté = sung
–IR verbs:


choisir = to choose

choisir

add i -> choisi

choisi = chosen 
–RE verbs:


vendre = to sell

vendre
add u -> vendu

vendu = sold
Therefore:

j’ai chanté


I have sung, I sang

tu as choisi


you have chosen, you chose

nous avons vendu

we have sold, we sold
