	Lesson aims: By the end of this lesson you will be able to say the date and have some knowledge of a French celebration
Starter: Revise days , months and numbers to 31 (res 50.1 pp)


	Activity:
1. Play a game to remind children how to say the date. Using two identical sets of individual cards showing a number to 31, a day of the week and a month(res 50.2). Divide the class into two teams and give each a set of cards to distribute among themselves. Call out a date , eg mardi 2 novembre. The team rush to make a human sentence showing that date. The first team to show the correct cards in the right order wins a point for their team.
Alternatively play this in pairs (res 50.3)

2. Display the date le cinq novembre(res 50.4) and ask children which celebration falls on this day. Discuss briefly how Bonfire night is celebrated in England.(pp 50.5)
3. Display the date le quatorze juillet(res 50.4) and ask if anyone in the class knows the significance of this date. Tell the children about Bastille Day (res 50.6) compare the similarities and differences between these two festivals.
