	Topic: Colours                                                               Lesson: 15


	Main lesson aims: By the end of this lesson you will be able to correctly identify colours in French and sing a simple song using colours.
Starter: Put three jumbled up colour words on the board – ask pupils to unjumble them to make three  English words

1. n-e-r-g-o-a (orange)

2. e-r-s-o (rose)

3. t-l-o-v-e-i (violet)

Explain that although these are English words, they are also French colour words.

	Activity:
1.Introduce colours using flashcards(Resource 15.1),starting with cognates or near cognates: orange, rose, violet, bleu, and
rouge, jaune, vert,- marron, blanc, noir. You can break these down into small groups if you do not think your class can manage them all.

2. Play “Montrez moi”. Hand out packs of colour card (Resource 15.2) to small groups of 2 or 3 children. You say ”Montrez” moi, and the children show you the colour card you have asked for. You can do this as a race between the groups.

3. Play a colour listening game. Children listen to a repeated sequence of colours, eg bleu, rouge, vert ….. and place the coloured card in the  same order. Invite individual children to say the sequence out loud.
4. Create a human colour line. Give individual children coloured cards and ask them to form into a line according to your instructions. You could have 2 lines racing against each other.

5.Sing “Je connais les couleurs” (I know the colours) to the tune of “ I can sing a rainbow”

Or sing “Frère Jacques”  (Resource 15.3) changing the words for colours.

	Plenary:
Ask individual children or in pairs to find or hold up something of a particular colour: ”Trouve quelquechose bleu !”etc

	Follow on activities:
1. Draw four or five colour sequences on the board and read one of them out. Children work out which one you have said.

2. Play colour bingo.

3. Play “ je pense à une couleur .” Pupils guess which colour you are thinking of, or which colour flashcard you are hiding.
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
