	Topic: Describing a monster                                                 Lesson 17


	Main lesson aims: By the end of this lesson you will be able to: describe a monster using the appropriate language structures

 Starter: Revise body parts and colours – eg: Point at your head, “ Qu’est-ce que c’est?” – “ la tête “  - “c’est de quelle couleur?” – “c’est marron.”
Revise all colours using word flashcards – highlight silent letters and remind pupils that most consonants at the end of French words are silent.

	Activity: 
1. Put body word flashcards on the board and ask the children to categorise into two gender groups (they are colour coded to make the groups very obvious). Ask pupils to identify what the feminine group words have in common – they all have an “e” at the end.(explain that la main is an exception).  Compare findings with English.
2. Put the colour words on the board and explain that when you are describing something in French , the describing word comes after the noun ie: les yeux bleus Explain to the children that when they see the colours written in sentences  describing parts of the body , they will notice some differences in the spelling. You may point out that if the colour is being used to describe a female part of the body they will need to add an e ,and if the body part is plural then they will need to add an s . They should not worry about this at this point.( if you have a particularly good class this may be explained)
3.Point out to the children that if they want to put a number into the sentence this goes before the noun .ie; 2 yeux bleus

4. Hold up flashcards of monster characters (resource 18.2) and make up some simple phrases to describe them. 

5  Put some descriptions on the board (resource 18.3) and ask children to work out who you are describing
