If it ends with a consonant, add es

e Ifthey end in -o (like rojo) then
change the —o to —a (fem. sq.), -0s
(masc. pl.) or —as (fem. pl.).

e Ifthey end in an -e (like verde) then
add an -s for each plural form,

e If they end in a consonant (like azul)
then add —es for each plural form.

e There are some exceptions — naranja,
rosa and violeta. For these ones, just
add an -s for each of the plural
