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How to use:

1. Each child has one card, either A or B. They divide a page of their exercise book into two columns and write each of the words

on the card into the correct column.
2. When they finish their first card, they can have a go at the other one.
3. Once they have the correct 16 words in each column, ask if they can spot any patterns. There are certain word suffixes which

are typically masculine, others which are typically feminine.

Usually we can only distinguish gender by the article but there are occasionally other clues.
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
