Definition

Acute accents are special marks
which sometimes appear on the
vowels in Spanish:

&

aéida

They slope from lower left to upper
right.

Examples
pladtano café calcetin saldn ndamero

;donde? ;cudndo? ;por qué? ;quién?

si(yes) él(he) mi(me) té (tea)
si (if) el (the) mi (my) te (you)

acute accents

Acute accents do not go on every vowel.

Acute accents show where the stress
falls in the word.

Acute accents are also used on
question words and to differentiate
between two otherwise identical
words.
